● 	 $10,024,710 has been awarded to add 82 school resources officers to 
improve safety for students, teachers, and administrators in primary 
and secondary schools throughout Colorado. 

● 	 $14,115,264 has been awarded for crime-fighting technologies. This 
funding has allowed officers to spend more time on the streets of 
Colorado fighting and preventing crime through timesaving 
technology, information-sharing systems, and improved 
communications equipment.
