REGIONAL COMMUNITY POLICING INSTITUTE NETWORK

Funded by the U.S Department of Justice Office of Community Oriented Policing Services (COPS), the
Regional Community Policing Institutes (RCPIs) comprise thirty-one regional partnerships that focus on
community policing topics and emerging issues for law enforcement. The entire RCPI network
provides region-specific training and technical resources to state, tribal and local law enforcement
agencies; elected and appointed government officials; public safety personnel; civic leaders; and other
community stakeholders. RCPIs also offer unique courses on topics of national interest, such as
homeland security, domestic violence awareness, and police integrity. RCPIs will be featured in several
events throughout the conference, including an ongoing showcase of products and services, daily
discussions on emerging issues during continental breakfasts, and workshops highlighting innovative
training and technical assistance for both law enforcement personnel and citizens.
